How to Dispose of  Mattresses  and Box springs  
OPTION 1  Replacement: If buying a new mattress, will mattress vendor take old mattresses?
· Jordan’s Furniture will take away your old mattresses at no charge if you are having a new one delivered and the cost for the new one(s) is over $497.  They do recycle parts.  
· Bob’s Discount will take away your old mattresses upon delivery of your new ones, at no additional charge.  
· Sleepy’s takes old mattresses on delivery of a new set but charges $19.99 per piece.   

OPTION 2  Donate It:  If the mattress is in usable condition, you may be eligible for a tax deduction. 
· If it’s less than six years old, is clean, & has no marks or rips, call Salvation Army at 781-231-0803, ext. 1. The Salvation Army picks up in Newburyport most Wednesdays and Fridays, no charge.
· If it’s clean, has no rips or stains, and is usable, you may drop it off at The Wish Project, right off Rte. 495 in Lowell. Call 978-441-9474.
· If you’ll be going to the Acton area, and your mattress or box-spring has no rips or big stains, you may drop it off for free at Household Goods Recycling of Massachusetts. Call 978-635-1710.

OPTION 3  Recycle It:  If #1 and #2 are not viable, mattresses can be picked up to be recycled by a non-profit called UTEC. At-risk teens are employed deconstructing the mattresses and box springs.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]You can make an appointment for pick up and pay on line at https://utec-mattress.org/schedule/.  
· Or Call 978-856-3997, or email mattress-recycling@utec-lowell.org to find out what day you can put your mattresses and/or box springs at the curb, at a fee of $10 per piece. Their truck comes to Newburyport once a month.
NOTE: Mattresses set outdoors should be as protected from the rain as much as possible, but can be somewhat wet.
· Or, make arrangements with the City Recycling Dept. at 978-499-0413. We will meet you at the Recycling Center where there is a covered container to store mattresses to be recycled. The fee is $10 per piece.

OPTION 4  Put It Out For Trash:  If time is of the essence and Recycling pick up cannot be scheduled by the time needed, resident can put out on the curb by:
· Purchasing a $15 yellow sticker. Affix one to each mattress or box spring, and leave at the curb for regular weekly rubbish pick-up.
