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ARCHITECTUML SIGNIFICANCE (describe inportant architectural features and

This bui ld ing is typical  of  the mult ip le fami ly residences that
were bui l t  dur ing the middle of the nineteenth century as Newburyport 's
growing industry created as increased demand for housing. The
architectural  detai l  is kept to a minimum. The inf luence of the
Greek Revival  is seen pr imari ly in the heavy entablature over the
doorways which are f lanked by Greek Doric pi lasters. There are brackets
under lhe eaves and on several  of  the second story windows. This shows
that the I ta l ianate sty les also inf luenced the bui lder of  th is house.
I t  is  a lso possible that  these brackets are a s l ight ly later addi t ion.

HISTORICAL SI6NIFICANCE [explain the role owners played in locaI or state histor-v
and how the building relates to the development of the conrn:nity)

This bui ld ing was bui l t  about 1850 probablR as a speculat . ive venture.
Dur ing the per iod between 1840 and 1875 the text i le industry developed
and prospered in Newburyport. The need for housi-ng for mi1l agents
and workers provided the impetu s for the building of many buildings
l ike th is one.

By LB72 this structure had been Civided between four j-ndividual

owners.  Char les J.  Noyes, Jr .  owned 156 High St.  Noyes was a machinist .
Another one of  the owners was Joseph B. Creasey. Creasey was a painter
and deal t  in paints,  o i ls  and glass.  His shop was located at  3 Water
Street.  He l ived at  148 High Street,  today number 158.
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
