ARCHITECTUML SIGNIFICAIICE (describe irportant architectural features and

This mult iple family residence is typical of those buil t
throughout the City of Newburyport during the period of prosperity of the
texti le mil ls. The building exhibits al l  of the hallmarks of the
vernacular Greek Revival style. These include the trabeated doorways
flanked by sidelights and pi lasters. The bold classical ly inspired
cornerboard.s and cornice are also typical of the later Greek Revival
period..

HISTORICAL SIGNIFICAI{CE [explain the role owners played in ].ocal or state history
and how the building relates to the developnent of the conmunity)

This building was built prior to 1851 when it was owned by Thomas
Colby. Colby was a house carpenter with a business located at 21 Water
Street. I t  is guite possible that Colby was the original owner and
builder of the house. The building was undoubtedly built as speculation
or as an investment property. In J'872 it was owned by James Blood.
Blood, a real estate owner living on Merrimac Street, owned numerous
properti?l_ in the North End. I"lost of these were rented to people working
in the mi l ls .
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
