WHEREAS, the federal government, in response to COVID-19, passed the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA), 

which provides financial support to municipalities by way of the Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery Fund (CLFRF); and 

WHEREAS, the grant amount is computed on a per capita basis consisting of a municipal allocation and a county 

reallocation; and 

WHEREAS, the total grant is in the amount of $5,466,707 to cover eligible costs incurred through December 31, 2024; 

and 

WHEREAS, the grant monies are restricted to the following purposes: a) To respond to the public health emergency or 

its negative economic impacts, including assistance to households, small businesses, and nonprofits, or aid to impacted 

industries such as tourism, travel, and hospitality; b) To respond to workers performing essential work during the COVID-

19 public health emergency by providing premium pay to eligible workers; c) For the provision of government services to 

the extent of the reduction in revenue due to the COVID-19 public health emergency relative to revenues collected in 

the most recent full fiscal year prior to the emergency; and d) To make necessary investments in water, sewer, or 

broadband infrastructure; and 

WHEREAS, Mayor Holaday is in the process of establishing an ad hoc committee, with representation from the City 

Council, to determine how the City should utilize these federal funds; and 

WHEREAS, the timely acceptance of said grant is in the best interests of the City of Newburyport in order to ensure 

compliance w ith M.G.L Chapter 44, Section 53A, as well as, the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles 

and Single Audit Act requirements required for federal awards. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the CITY COUNCIL of the CITY OF NEWBURYPORT hereby accepts the grant from the American 

Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA) by way of the Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery Fund (CLFRF) in the amount of 

$5,466,707. Said funds are accepted in accordance with M.G.L Chapter 44, Section 53A and pursuant to guidance and 

regulations issued by the US Department of the Treasury and further promulgated by the Commonwealth of 

Massachusetts' Executive Office for Administrat ion and Finance (A& F) and the Director of the Division of Local Services 

(DLS). 

FURTHER THAT. upon recommendation of the Mayor. with the concurrence of the ad hoc committee. all appropriations 

from said funds shall be approved by a maiority vote of the City Council.

Chapter 2 

Article VI

WHEREAS, the City' is expecting to receive approximately $5 million dollars from the American Rescue 

Plan Act ("ARPA" ) 

WHEREAS, the City's home rule Charter provides for a specific grant of power t o the executive branch 

and separately to the legislative branch. 

WHEREAS, the State Legislature is current ly considering Bill H.3827 as to how the State allocation from 

ARPA will be handled 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of residents to have due process, transparency, and open 

deliberation as it relates t o the expenditure of these fu nds 

Sec. 2-396 - Establishment of the ARPA Stabilization Fund 

a) There is hereby established a trust fund known as the American Rescue Plan Act Stabilization Fund 
("ARPA Fund" ) 

b) The ARPA Fund sha ll consist of the City of Newburyport's rece ipt of American Rescue Plan Act 
Fund s. 

c) The City Council may establish additiona l sources for proceeds in the future, amending this 
Ordinance Acco rdingly. 

d) The ARPA Fund sha ll be used in the interest of residents and in accordance with any State and 
Federa l regulations 

e) Appropriations from thi s fund shall be made at the recommendation of the Mayor w ith the approva l 
of a two-thirds vote of the City Council. 

f) This section is adopted pursuant to secti on SB, chapter 40 of Massachusetts Genera l Law.

As you may be aware, through the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA), Newburyport is 

eligible to receive a municipal allocation of $1,914,283 and a county reallocation of $3,552.424. So 
far we have received 50% of the municipal allocation ($957,142) and are anticipating receipt of 50% 
of the county reallocation. The remaining 50% will be disbursed in approximately twelve months. 

Based on the guidance from the US Treasury and furth er interpreted by the Division of Local 
Services' (DLS) Bulletin 2021-6, the City is required to accept the funds per MGL Chap ter 44, Sec tion 
53A. In order to be in compliance with the statute, as well as, relevant gu idelines set forth by the US 

Treasury with respect t o the admin istration and audit requirement s for federal awards; I request 
your timely acceptance of these funds. My staff and I have participated in a number of 

informational webinars on this topic and have reviewed much of the guidance that has been issued 
to-date and continue to review the guidance in conjunction with our independent auditors and City 

Solicitor. 

As outlined in 13ulletin 2021-6, while these funds are a federal grant not requiring appropriation by 
the legislative body, I recognize that the City Council must play a role in determin ing how these 

funds are spent. Thi s is a rare and unprecedented opportunity for the City to have such a large 
influx of funds that can be used to invest in our community. As such, it is imperative that everyone 
has the opportun ity to provide input as to how the funds are utilized. 

In the coming weeks, I will begin the process of establishing an ad hoc committee with the purpose 
of engaging community stakeholders, including representation fro m the City Counci l, in order to 

strategically program these funds in a way that reflects the goals and priorities of our city . I rea lize 
that we are all still waiting on some addit ional clarifica t ion regarding the mechanics of how these 
funds will get used. For now, I strongly urge the City Council to accept these funds and then move 

on to the critically important task of determining how they wi ll be spent.

We respectfully request that the City Council review and adopt the City's updated Open Space and Recreation 
Plan (OSRP) 2020. The City and its consultant the BETA Grou;:>, supported by a CPA grant from the 
Community Preservation Committee and the City Council, have worked with the community during recent 
months to develop the plan. 

A comprehensive Open Space and Recreation Plan (OSRP) is required by the Commonwealth for the City to 
be eligible for a number of grant funding opportunities for park improvements and open space preservation. 
The structure and content of an OSRP is highly regulated by the state. Eligibility for grant programs include 
the Parkland Acquisitions and Renovations for Communities (PARC) program, Local Acquisitions for Natural 
Diversity (LAND) program, and the federal Land and Water ConserJation Fund, which are administered by the 
Massachusetts Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs Division of Conservation Services. The 
OSRP also serves as a guidance document for the City's Parks Commission, Open Space Committee, 
Community Preservation Committee. and other City Boards and Departments. Approved OSRPs are valid and 
eligible for DCS grant programs for up to seven years, and Newburyport's 2012 OSRP has expired ~ 

Based on outreach through the newspaper, the City's website, emails, and postings on social media , we 
received input from over 450 citizens on an online survey in April and May regarding existing conditions and 
priorities for open space and recreation in Newburyport. The planning process also included multiple 
discussions with a variety of stakeholders . In general, the 2020 OSRP demonstrates the continuity of the 
community's previously stated interests, concerns, goals, and objectives for parks and open space and re lated 
initiatives to enhance the community's quality of li fe. The 2020 OSRP updates current conditions and 
accomplishments. and focuses on the protection and enhancement of our heritage landscapes, wi ldlife habitat, 
recreational opportunities, public drinking water supplies, and overall sustainability and climate change 
resilience.

Sec. 13-97.- Road races, walkathons, bicycle and other multidisciplined events. 
(a) Shott title. Tl1is section may be cited as the "road races, walkathons and bicycle events." 

{b) Purpose and intent. The use of city streets and sidewalks for the purpose of road races, walkathons or bicycle 
tours are positive events t11at promote exercise, general good health and Newburyport as a destination. T11ese events 
do from time to time create hardsl1ips, impacting neighborl1oods and traffic. To create a balance between conflicting 
interests, by safeguarding participants , residents, visitors and the City of Newburyport, this section will define and 
codify the procedure for the benefit of all. 

(c) Definitions. 
( 1) Road race . A competitive or non-competitive running event that util izes the streets, sidewalks and/or crosses 
over streets or sidewalks within city limits and in which an entry fee is required or charitable donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(2) Wall<athon. A competitive or non-competitive walk event that utilizes the streets, sidewalks and/or crosses over 
streets or sidewalks within city limits and in which an entry fee is required or charitable donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(3) Bicycle race. A competitive or non-competitive bicycling event that utilizes the streets, sidewalks and/or crosses 
over streets or sidewalks within city limits and in which an entry fee is required or charitable donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(4) Multidisciplined event. A competitive or non-competitive event requiring or offering running, walking, biking, 
swimming or any combination thereof in which an entry fee is required or a charitable donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(5) Event. Any road race, walkathon, bicycle race, multi-disciplined event as defined above. 

(d) Limitations. 
(1) Procedure. All events shall, through that event's organizer, board of directors, charity foundation or designee 
("organizer'') apply for city council authorization to hold the event through the office of the city clerk no later than 
sixty (60) days before the event's proposed date. There shall be a grace period through December 31, 2017, during 
wl1ich applications will be accepted beyond the prescribed due date. Prior to application witt1 the city council , the 
event shall file and receive approval from all applicable city departments, boards, and commissions. Copies of such 
approved applications, including along with documentation of any fees, donations, in-kind donations paid as part of 
said application(s), shall be included as part of the city counci l application. 
The date of application is the date a completed application is submitted to the city clerk's office and stamped by the 
same. The city clerk, upon review of the completed form, will place the application on the next regular city council 
agenda, even if such submission is a late file. Upon following the procedures of the council , as deemed 
appropriated in the sole judgment of the council , the application will be considered approved if the council votes 
favorably by majority. The application shall name one (1) person responsible on the application and shall provide 
contact information to include name, address, email address, and telephone number. 

(2) Exemptions. Each event organizer or organization shall comply with this ordinance ancl no exemptions will be 
permitted. 

(3) Course map. All applications shall be accompanied by a legible, precise course map showing the event route, 
water stops, refreshment stops, and so-called "port-a-potties". The course map shall also include any road 
closures, detours and parking areas. The course map shall be approved by police, fire, department of public 
services, parks commission and harbormasters departments prior to submission to the city clerk. 

(4) Electronic amplifier. Electronic amplifiers, loudspeakers and bullhorn use shall be requested at time of 
application. Under no circumstances wi ll they be used for public address announcements or music before 8:00 
a.m., except for Sundays when electronic amplifiers, loud speakers or bullhorns will not be used for public address 
announcements or music before 9:00 a.m. 

(5) Road closure. No ways, public or private, boat rarnps or parking lots controlled or patrolled by the city shall be 
closed without authorization. Authorization shall be considered granted only if said closure(s) are contained in the 
approved permit . It is the sole responsibility of the race organizers to notify residents fourteen (14) days in advance 
that neighborhood roads will be closed if no alternate route is available to those residents. Notification shall be 
made by race organizers by informational packet drop-off at all residences that may be impacted, including, but not 
limited to, road closures, restricted driveway access, parking restrictions, or noise. In the case of multi-family 
residences with so-called security doors, notification will be sufficient at said security cloor. A copy of the notification 
shall be provided to the city clerk and, when possible, posted on the city website and distributed via email. Further, 



a list of all streets notified shall be provided to the city clerk to be date stamped and appended to the application 
record . Press releases and other media type notifications are encouraged. 

(6) Insurance. All events shall have an insurance policy or rider in effect for the event naming the "City of 
Newburyport" as an additional insured. The policy shall be no less than two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) . 

(7 ) Event termination. If in the judgment of the city marshal, fire chief or department of public services (DPS) 
director or designees thereof determine that an event is unsafe due to existing conditions, that event may be 
stopped, terminated or suspended. In the case of a multidiscipline event such as a triathlon, the harbormaster or 
his/her designee may likewise stop, terminate or suspend the swimming portion for cause. 

(8) Event and traffic security The city marshal, fire chief, DPS director or in the case of a triathlon, the 
harbormaster can require special duty personnel to assist in the organizing and coordinating the safety and security 
of the event. All special duty assignments will be paid by the event organizers. 

(9) Clean-up. The event organizers shall be responsible for post event trash collection, removal of signage, 
directional arrows, advertisements or other promotional material associated with the event. 

1 0) Pa11(ing. The event organizers shall be responsible for including parking instructions in materials disseminated 
to event participants. If the event is happening within one-half mile of municipal parking, then participants shall be 
asked to park at such parking facilities. 

(11) Notification of previous event organizers. To the extent reasonably possible, the city clerk shall notify all event 
organizers from events held from 2014-2016, inclusive, by a one-time phone, email, or letter of the new 
application timeline and other requirements. 

( 12) Simplification. Departments are encouraged to unify their respective applications into a singular application, 
managed and distributed by the city clerk's office. 

( 13) Americans with Disabilities Act. Event organ izers are reminded of the importance of and expectation of 
adherence to the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 US.C § 12101) and subsequent applicable 
amendments. 

(e) Enforcement. 
(1) Regulations. Consistent with this section , the city shall promulgate regulations to enforce and otherwise 
implement the provisions of this section upon passage by the city council. Any event previously approved by city 
council shall be deemed permitted . 

(2) Warning. In the circumstance that this section is violated, the enforcement may consist of a warning. Any 
warnings issued for violation(s) will be reported to the city clerk and city council and may be used as a factor in 
future application approvals and denials. 

(3) Noncriminal disposition. If the city determines that a violation has occurred in which a noncriminal violation is 
issued, the named event organizer shall be penalized by a non-criminal disposition as provided in Massachusetts 
General Law as adopted by the City of Newburyport as a general ordinance in section 1-17 of chapter 1 of the 
Code or Ordinances of the City of Newburyport in the amounts set herein in subsection (e)(4) below. 

(4) Violation. The non-criminal violation shall be one hundred dollars ($100.00) for the first offense and two hundred 
fi fty dollars ($250.00) for second and subsequent offenses. Any non-criminal citations issued for violation(s) will be 
reported to the city clerk and city council and shall be used as a factor in future application approvals and denials. 

(5) Failure to notify If the event fails to notify residents and provide documentation to the city clerk, pursuant to 
subsection (d)(5) above, shall render that organization ineligible to receive an event permit for a period of twelve 
(12} months unless special leave is granted by two-thirds supervote of the city council.

COVID- 19 Summary Plan for Newburyport Half Marathon 

Please note: This is only an overview of the t11ree possible scenarios we may encounter at the 
time of our event along with the direction we would plan to execute tl1e event for each scenario. 
A more comprehensive plan will be written and proposed as we move closer to the event and 
have more knowledge of our restrictions at the time. For event application purposes, we have 
summarized our plan. 

Scenario 1: All restrictions and limitations are lifted for the community and events. 
We are hopeful that this will be the case by the end of October for our race. If so, we will 
conduct the event with a full start line of all participants and execute as we have in the past 10 
years. 
We understand that regardless of any safety precautions being lifted, there are still individuals 
who may be uncomfortable running in large groups. Therefore , we will still offer a virtual option 
for the Newburyport Half Marathon that allows participants to run either from home or along the 
Newburyport course on their own time while still being included within the overall event. 

Scenario 2: Restrictions continue for COVID-19 and events must continue to adhere to 
limitations such as the current Phase 4 Step 1 with a maximum of 150 people per outdoor 
event. 
Should we find ourselves in the same or similar position we are currently in where we have to 
limit our gatherings to a specific amount of people, we will do so as necessary. 
First, we will have wave starts (staggered times) for the race and limit the amount of people at 
the start line at once. The total number of people at the start at one time may vary depending 
on the restrictions. 
We will adhere to all social distance and safety guidelines to ensure a safe and comfortable 
environment to everyone involved . 

Scenario 3: We have a reversal in phases and event permitting is unavailable or pulled. 
Should we end up not being able to have any gatherings, our event wi ll become fu lly virtua l. 
Every person who registers for our event will be aware that this is a possible scenario and signs 
a waiver understanding that this might happen. If thi s is the case, runners can then sign into our 
event and run from the comfort of their community OR along the Newburyport course at their 
own time. No gatherings will tal<e place and their swag (tshirts , medals, etc) will be shipped to 

their home.

(a) .Sho111itle. Tl1is section may be cited as the "road races, wall<a ll1ons and IJicycle events." 

(b) Pw pose and intent. The use of city streets and siclewallcs for the purpose of road races, wall<athons or bicyclr~ 
tours are positive events that promote exercise, general good health and Newburyport as cl destination. These events 
do from time to time create hardships, impacting neighborhoods and traffic. To create a balance between conflicting 
interests. by safeguarding participants. residents, vis itors and the City of Newblllyport, this sect1 on vvill define ancl 
codify the procedure fo1· thE: benefit of al l. 

(c) Definitions. 
(1) Road race . A competit ive or non-competitive runn1ng event that utilizes the streets, sidewalks and/or crosses 
over streets or sidewalks within city limits and in which an entry fee is required or chari table donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(2 ) Waf/lathon. A competitive or non-compel1tive walk event that utilizes the streets, sidewalks and/or crosses over 
streets or sidewalks wi thin city limits ;;md in which an entry fee is required or charitable donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(3) Bicycfe roce A COIIlpetit1ve or non-competitivc-1 bicycling event that util1zes t11e streets . sidewalks andfor crosses 
over streets or sidewall\s within city limits and in whicl1 an en try fee is required or c llanlable dona tion is solicited or 
suggested. 
(4) ivfultidisciplined event. /·\competitive or non-competitive event requiring or of!Ening ru nning, walking, b1king, 
swimming or any combination thereof in which an entry fee is required or a chnril<lble donation is solicitecl or 
sur;.mested. 
(5) Event. Any road race, walkathon, bicycle race, rnulli-disciplined event as defined above. 

(d) Limitations. 
(1) Procedure All events shall. through that event's organizer, board of directors, charity foundation or designee 
("organizer") apply for cit~' council authorization to hold the event through til e oHice of the city clerk no later than 
sixty (60) days before the event's proposed date. There shall be a grace period through December 31, 20"17, duri1·1g 
which appl ic3 tions will be accepted beyond lhe prescribed due dale. Prior to applic<'llion with the city council , lhe 
event shall file and receive approval from all applicable ci ty departments, boards, and commissions . Copies of such 
approved applicat ions, incl uding along with documentation of any fees, donations, in-kind donations paid <:ls pa ri of 
said application(s), shall be included as part of tile city council apJ)Iication. 
Tl1e date of application is the ela te a completed application is sul)mittecl to the city c!erl(s office and st<:Hnpc!d by the 
sc;rne. The ci ty clerk, upon rev1ew of lhe completed ionTl, will place the application on the next regular ci ty cou~c;il 
agenda, even if sucl1 submission is a la le fi le. Upon fol lowing the procedures of the counci l, as cleerned 
appropriated in the sole judgment of the council, the applic;ation will be considered appmved if the counci l votes 
favor<.lbly by majority. Tile application s11all nam e one (1) person responsible on u·1e application and shnll provide 
contact information to include narne, address, email adclress, ancl te lephone number. 

(2) Exemptions. Each event or~!i:mizer or org<mization shall compiy with th is orr:l inance anclno exernptions will be 
permitted. 

(3) Course map. All npplicat ions Sllall be accompanied by 2 legible, precise course map showing the event route. 
water stops, refreshment stops. and so-called "port-a-potties". The course m ap shull <:1lso include any roaLI 
closures, detours Ellld parking areas. The course rnap sl1all be approved by police, fire, clepartmenl of public 
services, parks commission and harbormasters departments prior lo submission to the city clerk. 

(4) Electronic amplifier. Electronic 81Tlplifiers, loudspeakers and bullhorn use shall be requested ct l time of 
application. Under no circumstances wi ll they be used for· public address announcements or music before 8:00 
a.m .. excepr for Sundays when electronic amplifiers. loud speakers or bullhorns wi ll not be used for pui)l ic address 
announcements or music before 9:00 a.m. 

(5) Road closure. No ways, public or private, boat ramps or parking lots control led or patrolled by H1e city shall be 
closed without authorization . Authorization shall be considered granted only if se1id closure(s ) are contained in the 
approved permit. It is the sole responsibility of the race organizflrs to noti fy residents fourteen ("14) days in aclvance 
that neighborhood roads wi ll be closed if no alternate rou te is available to those residents. NctiJication shall be 
made by race organizers by informat ional pacl~el drop-off at all residences that may be impa cted, including , but not 
iirnited to. road closures. restricted dri veway access . parking restrictions, or rv)ise. In tile case ol multi-family 
residGnces with so-called security doors, notification wil l be sufficient at said security door. A copy of the notificc.lion 
shall be provided to lh~C: c1ly clerk and , when possible. posted on the city webs1lc~ a11d disl ribul!.::cl v1a emai l. Furlh e1.

(a} Shorllitle. This section may be cited as the "road races, walkathons and bicycle events ." 

(b) Purpose and inten t. The use of city str·eets and sidewalks for the purpose of road r<1ces, walkathons or bicycle 
tou rs are positive events that promote exercise, general good health and Newburyport as a clestinnlion. These events 
do from time to time create hardsl1ips, impacting ne ighborhoods and traffic. To create a IJa lance between conflictina 
in terests , by safeguarding participants, residents, visitors and the City o f Newburyport. this sectiorl will de fine ancl -
codify the procedure for the benefit o f all. 

(c) Definitions. 
(1) Road race . ,c., competitive or non-competitive running event that utilizes tile streets. srdewatks and/or crosses 
over stree ts or sidewalks within city limits and in whicll an entry fee is required or charitable donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(2) Walka thon. ;:., compc trtrve or non -competitive walk event that utilizes the streets, Sldewnll\::; and/or crosses over 
streets m sidewalks wi thin city lim its and in which an entry fee is required or charitab le donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(3) Bicycle race. A competitive or non-competitive bicycling event that utilizes the streets, sidewalks and/or crosses 
over streets or sidewalks within c ity limits and in which an entry fee is required or charitable clona lion is solici teJ or 
suggested. 
(4) Multidisciplined event. A com petitive or non-competitive event requiring or offering runn ing , wCJiking , brl<ing , 
swimming or any combination thereof in which an entry fee is required or a charitCJble donation is sol icited or 
suggested. 
(5) Event. An y road race, wall<a thon , bicycle race, multi-discipl ined event as clefined above. 

(d ) Limitations. 
( 1) Procedure. All events sha ll , through that event's organizer, board of directors, ch<~ rity foundation or designee 
("organizer") apply fo r city council authorization to hold the event through the office of the city clerk no later than 
sixty (60) days before the event's proposed dale. There shall be a grace period through December 31, 20"17, during 
which applications wi ll be accepted beyond t11e prescribed due date. Prior to application with the city council, the 
event shall file and receive apf)roval from all applicable city departments, boards, and commissions. Copies of such 
approved applications, including along with documentation or any fees, donatrons. in-kind donations paid as p8rt or 
s<Jid appl ica tion(s), shall be included as part of the city counci l application. 
The date of application is the date a completed application is suiJmilted to the city clerl<'s office and stamped by thP 
snme. The city clerk , upon review of the completed form , will place tile application on the next regular city council 
agenda . even if such submission is a late file. Upon following tile procedures of ll1e council, as deemed 
appropriated in tile sole judgment o f the council, the application will be considered approved if the council vo tes 
favorably IJy majority. Tile application shall name one (1 ) person responsible on the application ami sh all provide 
contact information to include name, address, t-:rnail add ress, ar rd telephone nunrber. 

(2 ) ExemptiOns. Each event organizer or organiza tion shall comply w illl t11is orclin::mce ami no exemptions wi ll be 
permit ted. 

(3) Course map. All applicat ions shall be accompanied by a legible, precise course map showing tile event route, 
water stops, refreshment stops, and so-called "port-a-potties". The course map sl1all also include any road 
closures, detours and parking areas. Tile course map shall be approved by police. fire. department of public 
services , parks commission ancl harbormasters departments prior to submission to tile ci ty clerk. 

(4) Electronic amplifier. Electronic arnpl iiiers, loudspeakers and bullhorn use shall be requested at time of 
application . Under no circumstances wi ll they be used for public address announcements or music before 8:00 
a.m ., except for Sundays when electron ic amplifiers. loud speakers or bullhorns will not be used for public address 
announcements or music before 9:00 a.m. 

(5) Road closure. No ways, public or priva te, boat r3mps or park ing lots controlled or patrolled by the ci ty shall be 
closed without authorization. Authorization shall be considered gran ted only if said closure(s) are contained in the 
approved permit. It is t11e sole responsibil ity or the race organizers to notify residents fourteen (14) days in advance 
that neighborhood roads wi ll be closed if no alternate route is availaiJie to those residents. l'l o tifica tion shi:ill be 
nrade by race organizers by informational packet drop-ofi at all res idences tha t may be impacted, including , but noi 
limited to, road closures, restricted driveway access, par-king restrictions , or noise. In the case of multi-family 
residences willl so-called secu ri ty doors, notification will be sufficient at said securiiy door. A copy of the notification 
shall li e provided to the city c lerk and , wl1en possible , posted on tile city v1ebsite and distrihutc:d via email. Further.

(a) Short titlo. This section may be ci ted as the "road races, walkathons and bicycle events." 

(b) Purpose allCI intent. The use of ci ty streets and sidewalks for t11e purpose of road races, walkCi thons or l.> icycle 
tours are posi tive events that promote exercise, general good heallll and Newburyport 8S a destination. These events 
do from tim e to time create hardships , impacting neighborhoods and traffic. To create a balance between <::onflict1n9 
1nterests , by safeguarding participants , residents, visi tors and t11e City of Newt)uryport , this section wi ll clefino and 
codify the procedure for the benefit of all. 

(c) Definitions. 
( 1) Road race . A competitive or non-competitive running event that uti lizes the streets. sidewalks and/or crosses 
uver streets or sidewa lks within city limits and in wh1ch an entry fee is required or charitable donation is sol1cited or 
suggested. 
(2 ) Wall<athon. A compe titive or non-competitive wall< event l11at utilizes the streets , sidewalks and/or crosses over 
streets or sidewalks within c1ty limits and in which an entry fee is required or charita ble donation 1s solicrted or 
suggested. 
(3) Bicycle race. A competitive or non-competitive b1cycling event that utilizes the stree ts. sidewalks and/or crosses 
over streets or sidewalks wil11i11 ci ty lim1ts and in which an entry fee is required or char1table clonat1on is solicited or 
suggested . 
(4) fv/ulticlisciplinecl event. 1\ competitive or non-competitive event requiring or ofiorin9 running, wnlking. IJiking. 
swimming or any coml) ination t11ereof in wl1ich an entry fee is required or a char·itaiJie donation is solicited or 
suggested. 
(5) Event. Any roacl race, walkathon , bicycle race. multi-disciplined event as defined above. 

(CIJ Limitations. 
{1) Procedure. All events shall, through that event's mganizer, board of directors, chari ty foundation or designee 
("organizer") apply for city counci l authoriza tion to hold the event through t11e office of the city clerk no later t11an 
s1xty (60) days before t11e event's proposed date. T l1ere sllall be a grace period througl1 Oecem~Jer 31 , 2017, dunnq 
which applications wi ll be accepted beyond the prescribed clue date. Prior to application with l11e city cour1cil, the -
event sha ll file and receive approva l from all applicable city departments, boards, and commissions. Copies of such 
approved applications, including along with documenta tion of any fees, donations, in-kind donations paid as pan of 
said application(s). shall be included as part of the ci ty council application. 
The date of application is tile date a completed application is submitted to tile city clerl<'s office and stamped by t11e 
same. Tl1e city clerk. upon review of the completed fom1, will place the application on the next regular city council 
agenda, even if such submission is a late file. Upon following t.he procedures of the council , as deemed 
appropriated in t11 e sole judgment of the council, the appl ication will be considered approved if the counci l voles 
favorably by majority. The application shall name one (1) person responsible on t11e application and shall provide 
contact information to 1nclude name, address, email address . and telephone number. 

(2) Exempt1ons. Each event organizer or organization shall comply with this ordinance ancl no exemptions will be 
permitted. 

(3) Course map. Al l applicaiions shall be accompanied by a ll~g ib l e, prec1se course rnap showinQ the avent roLte, 
water stops, refreshment stops, and so-called "port-a-potties". The course map sliall also mclucle any roacl 
closures, detours and parking areas. Tlw course map shall be approved by police, fi re, department of pulilic 
services, pa rks commission and harbormasters departments prior to submission to l1 1e city clerl\. 

(..\) Electronic arnplifit1r. Electronic amplifiers , louclspeakers and bullhorn use shall be requested attirne of 
application. Under no circumstances wil l they be used for public address announcements m music before 8:00 
a.m. , except for Sundays when electronic amplifiers, loud speakers or bullhorns will not be used for public address 
announcements or music Llefor·e 9:00a.m. 

(5) Road closure. No ways, public or private, boat ramps or pa1·king lots controlled or patrolled IJy the cily shall be 
closed wi thout authorization. Authorization shall be considered granted on ly if saicl closure(s) me contained in the 
approved permit. It is the sole responsib ility of the race organizers to notify residents fou rteen {14) days in act vance 
that neighborhood roads will be closed if no alternate route is available to those residents. Notification shall be 
made by race organizers by informational packet drop-off at all residences that may be impacted, including, but nol 
limited to. road closures , restricted driveway access. parki ng restrictions, or noise. In lhe case of multi-family 
residences with so-called security doors. notification will be sufficient at saicl security door. A copy of the notif1calioll 
sl1a ll be provided to th(~ city clerk and , when possible . posted on lhe city websi te and dislribuled via email . Further 



a list of <:111 streets 11otilied shall be provided to the city clerk to be elate stamped and appended to the application 
record . p, ess releases and ot11er media type notifications are encourag ed. 

(6) lnswanco. All events shall l1ave an insurance policy or rider in effect for the event naming the "City ot 
I\Jewburypo1i" as an additional insured. Tile policy sl1all be no less than two million dollars ($2,000,000.00). 

( 7) Event termination. if 111 the judgment of t11e city marshal, fire ct1ief or department of rJubl ic services (DPS) 
cli rector or clesignees thereof determine that an event is unsafe due to existing conditions . tha t event may be 
stopped , terminated or suspended. In the case of a multidiscipline event such as a triatlllon , lhe harbormaster or 
his/her designee may li kewise stop, term inate or suspend the swimming portion for cause . 

(8) Event ancl traffic security. The city marsha l, fire chief, DPS director o r in t11e case of a tnathlon, the 
harbormaster can require special duty personnel to assist in the organizing and coordinating the safety ancJ seclll' ily 
o f the even t. /\II special duty assignments will be paid by the event orgamzers . 

(~l) Clean-up. The event organizers shall be responsible for post event trash collection , removal of s1gnage, 
di rectional 81'f'OWS, aclve1iisements or other promotional material associated with the event. 

I 0) Parlilng. The event org anizers shall be responsible for including parking Instructions in mater·ials disseminated 
10 event JJ:Ol liicipants If the event is happening within one-half mile of municipal parl\rng, then p;::ntic1pants shall l)e 
asked to park at sucl1 pa,·king facilities. 

( 11) NotificatiOn of previOus event organizers. To the extent rea sonably possible, the city clerk shall notify all event 
organizers from events held fmm 2014-2016, inclusive . by a one-time pl1one , email. or letter of the new 
application timeline and other' requirements. 

(12) Simplification. Departments are encouraged to unify their respective applications into a singular application . 
managed and distributed by tt1e city clerk's offi ce. 

('13) Americans wi/11 Disabilities Act. Event organizers are reminded of the importance of and expectat ion o f 
adherence to the Americans wit11 Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C § 12101) and subsequent 8pplicable 
amendments . 

(e) Enlorcemenl. 
( 1) Regula/tons. Cons1stent witl1 this section , the ci ty shall pmmulgate regula tions to enforce and otherwise 
1mplement l11e provisions of tl1is section upon passage by the c ity counci l. Any event previously approved by ci\y 
council shall be deemed perm itted.

(4) Violation. The non-criminal violation shall be one l1undred dollars ($1 00.00) for tl1e first offense ancl lwo hunclreci 
fifty dol lars ($250.00) for second and subsequent offenses. Any non-crim inal citations issued for violation(s) will be 
reported to the city clerk and city council ancl shall be used as a factor in future application approvals and den1als. 

(5) Failure to notify. If the event fail s to notify res idents and provide documentation to lhe city c lerk , pursuant to 
subsection (cl)(5) aiJove. sl1all rencler that organization ineligible to receive an event permit for a periocJ of twelve 
(12) months unless special leave is granted by two-thirds supervote of the ci ty council.

(a) Slwrt title. This section may be c ited as the "roacl races , walknthons am1 bicycle events ." 

(b) Purpose and in tent. The use o f city stree ts 8ncl siclewalks for tile purpose of road races, walkatl1ons or bicycle 
tours are positive events that promote exercise, general good health and Newburyport as a destination. These events 
do from time to time create harclsl1ips, impacting neighborhoods ancl traffic. To create a balance between cunfliclin£1 
interests. by sa feguarding particip<ul ts, residents, visitors and the City of Newburyport, this section will cl cf1ne and 
codify tile procedure for the benefit o f all. 

(c) Definitions. 
('I) Road race. A competitive or non-competitive running evenllhal utilizcs the stre ets . siclewi'llks ancllor crosses 
over st1·ee ts or sidewalks within city limits ancl in wh ich an entry fee is required or charitablr. donation is solicited or 
su~Jges I eel. 
(2) Waii<Athon A competitive or non-competit ive walk event that utilizes the st1 eels , si<iewalks ancJ/or crosses ove1 
streets or sidewalks within ci ty limi ts and in whicll an entry iee is requ ired or charitable clon8tion is solicited or 
suggested. 
(3) Bicycle race. A competitive or non-competit ive bicycling event that util izes the streets . sidewalh.s and/or crosses 
over streets or sidewalks within city limits ancl in which an entry fee is required or charitable donation is solici ted or 
suggested. 
(4) Multidrsciplined uvent. A competitive or non-competitive event requ iring or ofierin[J rul tl1ing, walk ing , biki1 19, 
swimming or any combination thereof in which clll entry fee is required or a charitable rlonation is solicilccl or 
SI IQQCSted . 
(5) Event. Any roacl race, wall<atllon, bicycle race, multi-disciplined event m; de finecl above. 

(d) Limitations. 
(1) Procedure. All events slwll, u·,rough that event's organizer, board o f directors, charity foundation or cf8signee 
("organizer") apply fo1· ci ty council authorization to hold the event through the office of the ci ty cleri< no Inter than 
sixty (60) days before the event's proposed elate. There shall be a grace period lhrol fQI I December 31, 2017, clurin~J 
which applications will be accepted beyond the prescribed due ela te. Prior to application with the city council. the 
event shall file ami receive approval from al l applicable city departments, boards, and comm ission s. Copies of sucl1 
approved applications, including along with documentation of any fees. donations, in-kine! clonations paid as part of 
said appl ication(s ), shall be included as part of the city council application . 
Til e ciate of application is the ela te a com ple ted application is submiltecl to the city clerk's office and stamped by thfl 
s<•me. The ci ty clerl~. upon review of the completed form, will r lace the aprl ication on the next regular city coun~i l 

agenda, even if sucl1 submission is a late fi le. Upon following t11e procedures of the council. as deemocl 
appropriated in the sole judgment of the council, the application wi ll be considered approved if the council votes 
favor<~llly by majori ty. The applica tion shall name one ('I ) person responsil)i l: 011 the applica tion and shnll provide 
conlact1nformation to include name. address. email aclclress, ancl telephone number. 

(2) Exemptions. E<:~cl 1 event organizer or organization she1ll comply wit11 this ordinance and no exemptions will be 
permitted. 

(3) Course map. All applicat ions stlall be accompanied by a legible, precise course map showing the event rou te. 
water stops, refresl1ment stops, and so-callecl "port-a-potties". The course map shall also i11clude any roacl 
closures, detours and parl<ing areas . The course map shall be approved by police, fi re. department of rutJiic 
se1vices, parks commission ancJ harbormasters clerartrnents prior to submission to the city clerk. 

(4) Electronic amplifier. Electronic am plifiers. loudspeal<ers ancl bulll10rn use sl1all be reques ted at time of 
applic.:;;J! ion. Under no circumstances will they be used for public address announcements or music bekm:! 3:00 
o.m., e>:cept for Suncloys when electronic amplifiers, loud speakers or bu ll horns will not he used for public address 
announcements or music before 9:00 a.m . 

(5) Ro<rd closure. No ways. public or private, bont romps or par·king lots conlrollecl or patrolled by the ci ty shall be 
closed wi thout au thorization. Authorization shall be considered granted only if said closure(s ) are contained in the 
approved perm it. It is the sole responsibi lity of the race organizers to notify residents fourteen (14) clays in adv<'lnce 
that neighborhood roa ds wi ll be cl osed if no alternate route is available to those residents. l'lot ification sl1all be 
made by race organizers by informational packet drop-off al all residences that may be impacted, including, but not 
limited to, rood closures, restricted driveway access, park1ng restrictions. or no1se. In the GeiSe o f mult1-farnily 
residences with so-ca lled security doors , notification will be sufficient at said security door. A copy of tht; notifica tion 
shnll hP. proviclecl to the city r.lerl\ ancl, when poss ible , posted on the city website and dislril>tiled via c mr~il . F11rlher. 



a list of all streets notified shall be provided to the city clerl< to be date stamped and appended to the application 
record. Press re leases and other media type notifications are encouraged. 

(G) Insurance. All events shall have an insurance policy or rider in effect for the event naming the "City of 
Newburyport" as an additional insured. T il e policy sha ll be no less than two million dollars ($2 ,000,000.00). 

(7) Event termination. If in the judgment of the city marshal, fire chief or department of public services (DPS) 
director or designees thereof determine that an event is unsafe due to existing conditions, that even t may be 
slopped, terminated or suspended. In the case of a multidiscipline event such as a triathlon, the harbormaster or 
his/her designee ma y likewise stop, terminate or suspend the swimm ing portion for cause . 

(8) Event and traffic security. The city marshal, fire chief, DPS director or in the <.:ctse of a tria thlon, the 
harbormaster can require special duly personnel to assist in the organizing and coordinating the safety and security 
of the even t. All special duty assignments will be paid by the event organizers . 

(9) Clean-up. The event organizers shall be res ponsible for post event trash collec tion, removal of signage, 
directional arrows, advertisements or other promotional material associated with the event. 

1 0) Parking. The event organizers shall be responsible for including parl<ing instructions in materials cl1sse minatecl 
to event participants. If the event is happening witllin one-half mile of municipal parl<ing, then participan ts shall be 
asked to park ot such parking facili ties. 

(11) Notification of previous event organizers. To lhe extent reasonably possible, the city clerk shall notify all event 
organizers from events held from 2014- 2016, inclusive , by a one-time phone, email, or letter of the new 
appl ication tirnel ine and other requirements. 

(12) Simplification. Departments are encouraged to unify their respective applications into a singular application, 
managed and distributed by tile city clerk's office. 

(13) Americans with Disabilities Act. Event organizers are reminded of the importance of and expectation of 
adherence to the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C § 12101) and subsequent applicable 
amendments. 

(e) Enforcement. 
(1) Regulations. Consistent wi th th is section, the city shall promulgate regulations to enforce and otherwise 
implement the provisions of this section upon passage by the city council. Any event previously aprroved by city 
council shall be deemed permitted. 

(2) Warning. In the ci rcumstance that this section is violated, the enforcement may consist of a wurning. Any 
warnings issued for violation(s ) will l)e reported to t11e city clerk and ci ty council and may be used as a factor in 
future application approvals and denials. 

(3) Noncrimmal disposition. If the ci ty determines that a violation has occurred in which a noncriminal violation is 
issued, the named event organizer shall be penalized by a non-criminal disposition as provided in Massnchusells 
General Law as adopted by the City of Newburyport as a genera l ordinance in section 1-17 of chapter 1 of the 
Code or Ordinances of the City of Newburyport in the amounts set tterein in subsectiort (e)(4) below. 

(4) Violation. The non-criminal violation shall be one hundred dollars ($1 00 .00) for the first offense and two hundred 
fifty dollars ($250.00 ) for second and subsequent offe nses. Any non-criminal ci tations issued for violation(s) will be 
reported to tile c1 ty clerk and city council and shall be used as a factor in future application approvals and denials. 

(5) Failure to notify. If the event fails to notify residents and provide documentation to the city clerk, pursuant to 
subsection (d)(5) above, shall rencler that organization ineligible to receive an event rermit for a period of twelve 
(12) rnont11s unless spe cial leave is granted by two-thirds supervote of the city council.
