OPEN SPACE RESERVE FUND 

The CPC recommends the reservation of $100,000 from the FY 2020 Estimated Revenues to the Open Space Reserve 

Fund.

The HSON has reviewed a draft preservation restriction for NHS, and has found its guidelines sufficient 

to ensure preservat ion of the building's historic integrity. The preservation restriction stipulates that 

the building's historic, cultural, and architectural features will not be significant ly altered during 

restoration or routine maintenance. Repair work will be undertaken with sensitivity to the building's 

historic nature and in accord a nee with The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for the Treatment of 
Historic Properties with Guidelines for Preserving, Rehabilitating, Restoring, and Reconstructing Historic 

Building. 

Phases 3 and 4 of t he NHS's current restoration project fall within the guidelines of the preservation 

restriction.

The Newburypot1 Historical Commission (NHC) wishes to convey its strong support for the 
proposal made by the Historical Society of Old Newbury (HSON), to undertake a major upgrade 
to the electrical system for the Cushing House Museum, and their request for FY 2020 CPA 
funding. 

The Cushing House Museum (CHM) is cunently under a Preservation Restti ction (PR) between 
the Massachusetts Historic Commission (MHC) and the Historical Society of Old Newbury 
(HSON), owner of the propet1y. This PR is for a period often years, stat1ing in 2017, and 
includes the standard language stating that major work must be reviewed and approved by the 
MHC. We explained to HSON staff that a new PR will be drawn up which will be substantially 
similar to the existing PR except it will be between the HSON and the NHC, and will remain in 
effect in perpetuity. 

NHC staff met with representatives of the HSON to tour the propet1y and discuss the planned 
work. NHC staffwere favorably impressed by the knowledge of the HSON staff and their 
sensitivity to the need to ensure that all work that is done has minimal adverse affect on the 
histotical atttibutes of the structure, including the interior, which is key to the historic value of 
this property. We discussed the requirement that the NHC review the project in detail, and 
approve alterations ptior to the start of work. The urgent need for the proposed electrical work 
was amply confirmed duting this inspection. The staff shared their plans as to how they will 
execute the work with minimal adverse affect on the historical attributes of the structure. 

The Cushing House is a unique cultural asset, being such a well preserved example of 19th 
century life in N ewburypot1. In addition, the museum has an extensive collection of at1ifacts 
representing local history and items from the extensive maritime trade to and from Newburypot1. 
So not only the structure itself, but also these many at1ifacts are are risk from danger of fire the 
inadequate wiring cunently in place. The museum also cannot supply effective lighting for many 
of the displays, nor adequately power office equipment used for museum administration. 

Therefore, the NHC strongly suppot1s this project and the request for FY2020 CPA funds 
required to accomplish it. We will review the final plans before work commences and continue 
to monitor the project.

AN ORDINANCE REGARDING FINANCIAL AND FISCAL PROCEDURES AS IT RELATES TO 
TRANSFERS Al'I'D BOND ORDERS APPROVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL 

Be it ordained by the GtyCouncil of the Gtyof Newburyport as follo-ws: 

WHEREAS, section 6-7 of the Gtyof Newburyport Home Rule Olarter provides that: (1) except as otherwise 
may be provided by law, no official of the Gty shall knowingly and intentionally expend in any fiscal year any swns 
in excess of the appropriations, duly made in accordance with law, or involve the Gty in any contract for the future 
payment of money in excess of these appropriations; (u) it is the illtention of such section that section thirty-one of 
chapter forty-four of the General Laws shall be strictly enforced; and (ill) any official ·who violates such section 
shall be personally liable to the Gty for any amowm so expended to the extent that the Gty does not recover 
these amounts from the person to whom the sunlS were paid. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Code of Ordinances, GtyofNewburyport, Massachusetts, is hereby amended by 
adding a section, to be numbered 2-45, which section reads as follo-ws: 

Sec. 2-45.- Budget Transfers 

(a) Any eqxnditure pursuant to an appropriation of money by the city council, whatever its amount, 
for whatever pwpose, and howsoever designated, including, without limitation, as a "transfer," shall be strictly 
limited to the lesser of: (0 the amount of such appropriation; and (u) the amount actually necessary for the 
speclfied ptupose of such approptiation. 

(b) An.yunexpended moneyappropri.ated bytbe GtyCouncil, whatever its amount, forwbatever 
pwpose, and howsoever designated, illcluding, without limitation, as a "transfer," shall be returned to the fund 
[rom which it 'WaS appropriated or to free cash upon the earliest of: (0 thirty (30) days after completion of the 
specified pwpose of such appropriation; (u) 365 calend1r days following such appropriation; and (ill) a date certain 
or occurrence specified by the Gty Council in connection with its having made such appropriation. 

(c) In the case of Bond Orders, authority granted by the Gry Council to bond shall be considered 
void upon the earliest of: (0 365 calendar days following a vote to grant bonding authority or (u) a date certain or 
occurrence specified by the GtyCouncil in connection with its having approved such bond order. 

(d) As part of the duties of the city auditor under section 2-175 to examLne and audit the accounts of 
the city trea..~ urcr/ collector and to see that they are COJTCctly cast and properly vouched, the city auditor shall 
monitor compliance with this section 2-45, and, moreover, as part of the city auditor's direct responsibility to the

the mayor and city council any i.n-egula1ities or enurs in the books or accounts of the city treasurer/ collector or 
other city officer witb respect to any failure of compliance with this section 2-45. 

This Ordinance shall go into effect for any appmpriation made on or after the date of its final passage and shall 
not apply retroactively to any p1-evious approp1iation.

At your request and in accordance w ith our agreement, I have re-inspected and reviewed my 

previously-completed appra isal of the above-referenced property (hereinafter, the "subject property") 
in the Town of West Newbury, Massachusetts for the purpose of developing a current opinion of 

market value of conserva tion easemen t rights in the subject property. 

The effect ive valuation date of this re-appraisal is December 4, 2020, the date of my most recent re­

inspection (curbside} of the subject property. The scope of this Supplemental Letter should be 
considered as an update to my previous appraisal of the subject properly's fee simple market value 
and easement r ights effective as of January 3, 2020 (report da te of January 17, 2020} . This original 

appraisal (referenced as the "Original Report") is incorporated herein by reference. 

The fee simple market va lue op inion prior to Lhe proposed conservation easement encumbrance which 
was fully developed in the Orig inal Report was $1,240,000, based on a combined Approval-Not­

The subject property's highest and best use following the conservation easement ca lled fo r passive

There were only three closed residential lot/land sales in West Newbury over the update period, 
summarized as follows: 

• 58 Ash Street, West Newbury: 3.5 acre lot- sold for $282,000 on 2/24/20; 

• 13 Norino Drive, West Newbury: 2.1 acre lot sold for $350,000 on 4/8/20; 

• 18 Norino Drive, West Newbury: 4 acre riverfront lot so ld for $760,000 on 11/16/20. 

One additional large acreage lot with Merrirnack River frontage and an existing residence so ld for 
$1,160,000 on 12/17/20. The river frontage is bisected from the main body of the lot and the property 
abuts an overhead electric tra nsmission line. It was purchased for development. 

One notable development t ract sa le did close over the update period. An 89.8± acre tract comprised 
on three separate parcels at 430 Wethersfield Street in the nearby Town of Rowley closed on 8/11/20. 
The property sold with full approvals to develop 49 residential bui lding lots under the town's Open 
Space Residential Development provision. The purchase price was $2,500,000, or approximately 
$51,020 per approved lot and $27,839 per gross acre. These rela tively low unit values reflect the 
inordinately ex tensive amoun t o f new subdivision road requi red to access and service the subdivided 
lots. The property was also significantly constra ined by various types of fre shwater wetlands. It is 
notable that the approva l process took nearly 2.5 years from start to fin ish . This sa le is mentioned on ly 
because i t was the only notable subdivision tract sale in the loca l market over the update period. It is 
not considered directly comparable - but inferior to the subject in terms of market location, projected 
lot pricing and very high infrastructu re cos ts. 

As outlined above, the market trend over the update period does not indicate any discernable market 
trend- either posi t ive or negative- tha t would warrant adjustments to the retail lot pricing 
projections outlined in the Original Repor t. Lo t pricing projections of $330,000 fo r Tier 11ots and 
$285,000 for Tier II lots remain unadjusted and projected lot sales revenu e rema ins at $4,020,000. 

Di scounted cash flow assumptions inc luded in the Original Report remain valid. The only input value 
subject to change over this re latively short update period would be developer yield/profit 
requirements. The overall discount rate used in the Original Report wa s 25%. My review of updated 
{Q4 2020) profit requirements for residential subdivisions in the New England region published by 



LandVest 
ReoltyRotes indicates an average actua l (su rvey) rate range of 16.92%- 34.89%, with an average of 

25.39%. Accord ingly, no adjustmen t is warranted fo r developer profit. 

Based on th is updated market ana lysis, the have been no measurable changes in local and/or regional 

real estate market dynamics that would cause me to adjust to my original estimate of fee simple 

market va lue. Accordingly, based on th e additiona l market analyses performed, it is my opinion that 

the unencumbered fee simple market value o f the subject property as of 12/04/20 was $1,240,000. 

4. Conservation Easement Rights Valuation 

Conservation easement (CE) rights are ca lculated via the "before-and-after" appro ach whereby the 

property is first appraised as unencumbered and available for development to highest and best use. 

The property is then re-appraised as though encumbered by a perpetual CE and the value differentia l 

indicated by the two apprais als is considered to th e market va lue of residential development r ights 

rel inqu ished via the CE. In this regard, the "before " va lue of $1,240,000 serves as a benchmark va lue in 
the ana lysis of the property's CE right s. 

The only factors to be considered in the updated valuation o f the subject property in it s post-easement 

cond ition include any revised/updated language regarding prohibited activities and rese rved rights and 

market condi tions affecting the value of easemen t-encumbered acreage. None have been reported 
and the primary use to be extinguished via the CE are resident ial development righ ts. 

The "as encumbered" valuation outlined in my Original Report was based on an average unit va lue 

$3,000 per res tricted acre {34± acres), resulting in a contributory component va lue of $100,000. My 

rnarket research for additional encumbered/limited -utility acreage sales in the loca l and regional 

market occurring over the update period did not yield any new, directly pertinent data - and none that 

would warrant an adjustmen t to my earlier est imate . This segment of the market genera lly indicates 

very limited value volatility over time as this property type is considered a " l imited market" product . 

Acco rd ingly, based on the additional market ana lyses performed, it is my opinion that the as though 

encumbered fee simple ma rket value of th e subject property as of 12/ 04/ 20 was $100,000. 

Based on the additional analyses completed, it is my opinion that the market value o f residen tial 

development rights relinquished via the encumbrance of 34± acres of the subject proper ty with a 
perpe tual conservation easement is calcul ated and rea ffi rmed as follows:

Gra ntor 
shall be req uired to provide Grantee only notice. as set lo rth in Article IV, or the number, 
design, cuntent and location of boundary markers and signs. Install ation or relocation or 
ki osks shall be subject to prior written approval of the Grantee as set fonh in Article IV.

biJds ancllour-month peak field-use time for tur1!cs or other critical period Cor any species that 
are endangered, threatened or of' special concem. 

E. Natural Habitat Management: In accordance with an approved Fo r~.:s t 

Stewardship Plan (as defined bdow in Paragraph G of Article lll) or wit h prior written 
approva l or the Grantee, measures designed to restore rwti vc biotic communities. or to 
maintain, benefit, enhance or restore wildlife, wildlife habitat, or any end:mgcrcd , threatened 
or special concern species li sted or protected by the Massachusetts Endangered Species 
Act or similar law or any regulations issued thereunder, including hut not limi ted to 
selective (i ) removal of vegetat ion, (ii) planting or native trees. shrubs and plant species.

Zoning Bylaws and Cons~: rvar ion Commission 
regulations and orders. The inc lusion of any rescr, cd right requi ring a permit. license or other 
approva l from a public agency docs nor imply thut the Gr:mtec or the Common\\Talth take nny 
posit ion \\'hct her such permit. license or other approval should be issued. 

Tile exercise of any right n.:served by Gran tor under this Article Ill sh:.dl fol low, when 
available and il. applicable, estab lished. up-tn-dat.:. and regional ly-applicable guidance and 
recommendccl best practiccs lt)r the protection of' natural resources and conservati on values, as 
may be provided or updated !'rom time to time by DC'R llr such other goYernmental agency wit h 
kno\vn expert ise in the area o r prnctice designed to protect the nuturnl features and conscrva ti ll n 
values o r t h~: Premises ("Best Management Practices").

Grun10r shal l submit 
to Grunt~~ its request nne! shall provide a cletaikd desc ription of the proposed acts and uses for which 
appmva l or guidance is sought. and such other information as Grantee shall n:asonably require. 
including the nature, scope, design, location, timetable, and any other material aspects ol'the proposed 
usc or activity in sufficient detail to permit the Grantee to make an informed ckcision as to the 
consistency of the use or activity with the purposes and terms of the CR and m•1k!.! a determination 
whether approval of the requested acts and uses is appropriate. All communications in this regard 
shLlll be mailed to the following persons at the slated address. as such p~rson or address may be 
modified by the respective party by written notification to the others:

A. Lt:\!al anti Injunct ive Reliel': Tht: rights hereby granted shall incl ude the right to 
enforce this CR by appropriate legal proceedings and to obtain injum:tive and ot her equitable relict" 
against any violati ons, including, without limitation. reliefn:qu iring restoration of the Premises to its 
condition prior to the time or the injury complained or (i t bei ng agreed that Grnntt:c will have no 
adequute remedy at law), and shall be in addition to and not in limitation of any other rights anti 
rctnl.!clies avai I able to Grantee. 

B. Grantee Consul tation and Enforce ment on Violations: Each Grantee shall 
reasonably promptly notify every other Grantee other as soon as is practical whenever ::1 possible 
violation has been observed in order to determine whether such violation may impair the water 
supply protection purposes of th is CR and otherwise how to proceed. 

In the event there is 
a violation or this CR (each a ··violation"), then the BOWSC shall huve lit.teen ( 15) clays from the 
date it received notice of the Violation ("Violation Determination Period") to clctenninc whether or 
not the qu::~ l ity or condition or the City's water supply <11 the Lower .-\nichoke Rcsi.!IYll ir has been, is 
being or \Vould likely be directly and materially hanncd by su.::h Violation. 

[n the event that the ROWSC determi nes during th e Violation Detenn inntion Period that the 
qual ity or conditi lH1 of the City 's water supply at the Lower Artichoke Reservoi r has bcen, is being 
or would likely be directly and materially lwm1cd by a particular Violatio n {each a ··violation 
Determination .. ), then the City. ucting through its 80\VSC, shall : 

( I) be the primary gra ntee and primaril y responsible and empowered to enforce thi s 
CR with respect to such Violation, and the Tow n, act ing through its Conserv:J tion 
Commission, and OCR shall eat:h be a secondary grantee and second aril y responsible: and 
empowered to enforce such Vio lation; 

(2) \vi thin sev~.:n ( 7) clays of' making the Violntion Dt:tcnnination, prov ide Grantor, 
the Town and OCR with writ ten notice or such Violation Dcterrni nati on. together with 
copies o r any applicab le votes by the BOWSC and material s used in connection with such 
Violation Determination; 

(3) wi th in thirty (30) days of the dnre by when both the Town and OCR have 
received notice of' the Violation Detem1ination and copies of' app licabk \·otes and 
matcriuls, and bc!orc 111aking any findings or c.kc ision with regard ro rhc Violat ion, consu lt 
wi th the Town and DCR and consider any inrormation and I"Ccnmmenclclliuns provided by 
the Town or OCR to the BOWSC: and 
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(4) wit hin sixty (60) clays of the BOWSC's rece ipt o!' the Request and al'tcr such 
...:onsu ltation and cons ideration with the Town and DCR. make its deci sion to cn ft >n.:e this 
CR with r~spec t to such Violation (each an "Enforcement Decision") ~md issut:: its 
Enforcement Decision to Grantor, the Town and DCR. 

Provided the BO\VSC has adhered to this Paragraph C in mak ing its Ent'<)rccmcnt Decision 
and such Enlon.:ement Decision is not arbi trary or capricious, as part of any such Enforcement 
Decision, the BOWSC may artirm, amend or reverse an enforcement decision made by the Town 
or DCR under thi s CR with respect to such Violation to the extent reasonably necessary to protect 
the quality or condition of the City's water supply at the Lower Artichoke Reservoir. and such 
EnJorcement Decision sha ll be the fi nal and control li ng decision bind ing on the Town and OCR 
regardi ng such Violation, provided such Enfo rcement Decision and enforcement actions arising 
!'rom such Enforcement Decision do not prohibit or materially interfere with or adwrsd y artect 
any public access to the Premises or easement rights granted to the Town or OCR. The BOWSC's 
fa ilure to issue any Enforcement Decision within such sixty t60) clays sha ll be deemed an 
affi rmation or any enforcement deci sion regarding the Violation made by the Town or OCR. 

In the event that thl.! BOWSC deterrnLnes during the Violation Determination Period that a 
particular Violation has not directly or materially h~11111 ed, is not directly or m~1tcrially harm ing, or 
would not likely directly or materially harm the· quality or eC'ndition of the City's ,,·ater suppl y (I( the 
Lower Artichoke Reservoir or the BOWSC otherwise f~tils to make a Violation Determination 
during the Determination Period , then the BO\VSC. Town and OCR sh;:lil each remain equa l 
co-grantees under this CR and empowered to enforce any Violation as the DOWSC. Town and 
OCR nwy agree with each nther. 

For any en f'orcemcnt action or any Viol~ll ion taken by the BO WSC as primary grantee. the 
BOWSC shal l undertake and ca rry out, at its sole expense, all reasonable actions in a timdy 
manncr to enfl1rce this CR with respect to suc h Violation and otherwise to protect the conservation 
values in accordance with this CR. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in this CR shall 
prohibit the To\.vn or OCR from enfo rcing this CR with respect to any and all Yiolations of this CR 
shou ld the.:: BOWSC fai l to act in a reasonable or timely manner to enforce this CR or to protect 
the conservation va lues. 

D. No El'l'ect on Govenm1ental Authority. Notwithstand ing any provision or this CR 
to the contrary, nothing herein shall be deemed to waive, modify, dim inish or otherwise affect the 
power, responsibil ity. authority or jurisdiction any go vernmental body may have with respect to 
the Premises under any applicable law. regulation. ordinance or bylaw, incl uding but not limited 
to the Town's Conservation Commission 's authority to issue orders under or otherwise entorce 
the Wetlands Protec tion Ac t (G.L. c. 131 , ~ 40) and regulations issued thereunder 
(3 1 0 CMR I 0.000) or authority that the BOWSC may have to protect the public water supply in 
the event of an emergency. 

F Nnn-Waiver: This CR shall be en~orcecl by Grantee in its sulc discretion. Noth.ing 
herein shall impose upon the Gnmtee any af'flnnati ve ob ligation or liability rcl<~ting to this CR or to 
the condi tion ol' the Premises. Any election or f'a il ure by the Grantee ro enl(xce any prm·ision or 
condition set forth herein, or to exercise any rights hereby conveyed, shal l not L'O ilSlitutc ~~release or 
waiver or any such right or condition. 
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1-. Disc laimer o f Liabilitv: By acccpwnce of thi s CR, the Grantee dt)Cs not und ertake 
any liability or obligation relating to the cond ition of the Premises pe11aining to compliance with 
and inc luding, but not limited to, hazardous materials, zoning, environmenta l laws and regulations, 
or acts not caused by the Grantee or its authorized agents. 

VI. niGHTS OF ACCESS; MANAGEMENT; INSPECTiON 

A. The Grantor hereby grants to GrLJntec and their agents, successor~ and assigns the 
perpetual right and easement to enter upon and use, and to permit the general public to enter upon 
and use, the Premises for non-commercial, low- im pact, passive outdoor rccrcmionaland education:-~ I 
activities consistent with Paragraph A of Article Ill above, prov ided that such ac ti viti es (I) do not 
involve the use of motorized vehicles. except power cl t·iven mobility devices when used by a person 
with n di sabi li ty and provided such usc does not raise a legitimate publ ic sa fety concern ; (2) are 
not inconsistent with the plllvoses or this CR or in violation of the te rms ol' this CR; (3 ) do not 
unreasonably interfere with Gran tor's permitted uses of the Premises, and (4) compl y with such 
rca~o nable rules of use that the Grnntor may establish as are reasonably necessa ry to protec.t the 
purposes of the CR. public safety and the conservarion values. and t11 prnml)tc compmible 
n.:crcational and educationa l uses of the Premises: and provided funher usc by the gcncr<~l public 
ormotorizecl vehic les on the Premises shall be limited to designated parking nre~ts on the Premises 
as clcscribecl by Paragraph .I o f' i\rti cle Ill :~hove . The Grantor agrees to take no action to prohibit 
or discourage access to and use of the Prcmiscs by lhe genend publi c. 

B. The Grantor and Grantee acknowledge that G. L. c. 2 I, section 17C arrords Grantor 
and Grantee with protection from liabil ity !'or uccess by the public to the Premises !"or recrea tional 
purposes, provided no charge or fcc is imposed. Any public use that is permitted by the terms or 
this CR without a charge or fee constitutes permiss ion to use the Premises !"or purposes described 
by G. L. c. 21, section l 7C. 

C. This CR al so include~ th t: grant to Grantee and its successors and assigns of the 
perpetual righ t and easement to enter upon the Premises and to pcr111it personnel ol' the 
Massachusel!s Department of Environmental Protec tion, a duly constituted agency established 
under the Jaws of the Commonwea lth or Massachusetts, in a reasonable manner and at reasonable 
times l\.11· the purpose of inspec ting the Premises to determine compliance with Massachusct1s 
Drinking Water Regulations (3 1 0 CMR 22.00). In the event or any violat ion, Gran tee must notify 
Gr.:llltor thereof and request Grantor to remedy such violation. lf the violation is not remedied 
within a reasonable time. Grankc may enter upon the Premises in order to remedy or abate such 
violation, with or without or<kr o r court. in which event, the Grantor, its successors and assigns, 
covenants and agrees to reimburse the Gran tee for all reasonable costs and ex penses incmrecl by 
Grantee in remedying or abating any violation of this CR, provided that such violation is 
acknow ledged by Grantor or determi ned by a court of competent juri sdiction tu ha ve occurred. 
Grantor. its successors and assigns, shall be r(!q uirccl to reimburse Grantcc sok ly lo r violations 
that occur during Grant or. s respecti VC periods or ownership. The provisions 0 r th is paragraph sha II 
not prccl uck any other rem edies nva ilable al law or in equity. 

D. Grantee sha ll have the right but not the obligation to erect signs on th.: Premises in 
conj unclion with public access to and usc or the Prem.iscs, in posting notice or ownership or the 
Premises along the bouncla1ies or the Premises. and in posting notice of ownership and use of' the 
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Premisl!s at any public access point to the Premises. The Grantee shJ!I coordinate its activi ties in 
designi ng and erecting signs with any similar activities or the Grantor to m·oid duplication unci 
unnecessary sig ns on the Premises. 

VII. COSTS AND TAXES 

Gra ntor retains all responsibilities and shall bear all costs or any kind related to the 
ownership, operation, upkeep and maintL:nance or the Premises, including the payment of all taxes 
and other assessments levied on the Premises by competent authority, and conformance with al l 
applicable federa l, state, and loca l laws and regulations. 

Vlll. BINDING EFFECT; RELEASE; RECORDATION 

The burden of this CR shall run with the Premises in perpeh1ity, and sha ll be enforceable 
aga inst the Grantor and the Grantor's successors and assigns holding any interest in the Premises. 
This CR may only be released, in whole or in pm1, by the Grantee pursuant to the procedures 
established by G.L. c. 184, section 32 and in accordance with A11ic le 97. 

The Grantee is authorized to record or fi le.; any notices or instruments apprnpriatl' to assuring 
the perpetual enforceability ofthjs CR. The Grantor, tor itsdfancl its successors and assigns, appoint 
the Grnntec its at1orney-in- t~1ct, coupled with an interest, to execute, ncknow ledge and deliver any 
such instrumen ts on its behalf Without limiting the foregoing, the Grantur and its sucu.:ssors ami 
assigns agree to execute any such instrument upon request. 

IX. ASSIGNMENT 

The bcnctits or this CR shall be in gross and shall not be assignsble by the Grantee, its 
successors and assigns, unless the assignee is a ' 'qualified organization" as dclined in 
Section 170( hll 3) of the lntcmal Revenue Code of 1986. as amended, including, without l imitntion, 
a govenuncnt cmity. pro\'icled that. as a cond ition ol' such assignment, the assignee is rcqu ired to hold 
this CR and eniorce its tenns lor conservation pu1voses. Grantee shall also have the right to assign 
the right to enfo rce rhis CR, so long as the assignee is a govenunental body, charitable corporation 
or charitable tru st, or other entity wh ich at the time of such assignment would be qualiti cd to hold 
this CR. Unl ess expressly stated otherwise in the instrument of assignment, no such assigtunent 
o r the right to en to rcc the CR shal l diminish the rights or benefi ts held by the Gra ntee pursuant to 
this CR, and the Grantee, jointly or severally, sha ll retain the equivalem right to enl'o rcc th is CR. 
The Grantee shall notify the Ci rantor in writing at least sixty (60) days before it assigns this CR or the 
right to enforce the CR. 

X. SUBSEQUENT TRANSFERS 

The Grantor agrees to incoqJorm e the terms of' this CR, in full or by rckrcncc, in any deed or 
other legal instrument by which Grantor conveys or transfers any interest in all or a portion of the 
Premises. including without limitat ion, a mortgage ur leasehold interest. II' the Cirantor fails to 
rcfcn:ncc the terms of this CR in any deed or other legal instrument which grants any imcrcst in all or 
a portion or the Premises, then the Grantee may record, in the applicable regislly or deeds and m the 
Grantor' s expense, a notice of this CR. The Grantor shal l notify the Grantee in writing at least thirty 
(30) days before conveying or transl'crring the Premises or any part thereo l- or interest therei n 
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(inc luding but not limi ting any lease). Failure to do any of the above shall not im pnir the va lidity or 
enforceability or this CR. Any translcr shall comply with An icle 97. ifapp li(abk. 

XI. EXTINGUISHMENT; EMINENT DOiVlAJN 

The Grantor and Grcmtee agree that the grant of this CR gives rise to a property tight that vests 
immediately in the Grantee and which has a fa tr market va lue that is equal to the value by which the 
CR reduces, at the time of" the grant, the value of the property as a whole. Grantor and Grantee 
stipul:1te that the proportionate v:1lues of the Grantee's property rights at the time of the grant are 
77.7 percent of the total value or the Premises. ancl tllis proportionate value shal l remain constant. 

Should this CR be extinguished over all or any portion or the Premises by judic ia l cb:rcc or 
by act ol' public authority, the Grantee shall be entitled to a portion or the proceeds equal to the 
proponionatc value of the CR and to their proport ionate share or thut proport ionate val ue bas<..!d on 
each Grante<..!'s contribution tmvarcl the purchase price or this CR (i.e. , 20% lor OCR, 60<l-\1 for the 
City and 20% for the Town). subject. however. to any applicabk law whid1 cxprcs:ly prov ides lor a 
different disposition of proceeds. If the conservation interests protected h~rcby are unaffec ted by th e 
taking. and the only mterest tak<..!n by public authority is the Grantor's interest. and recovered proceeds 
are awarded on the basis of' the va luc of the Premises as restricted by this CR. then the proceeds l'rom 
such t:.Jki ng shall be payable in their entirery to Grantor. 

Whenever all or any part of the Premises or any interest therein is taken by a pub lic authority 
other than thi..! Commonwealth o l' Massachusetts unJcr power of eminent domain. or if all or :my part 
ofth is CR is cxtiJlguished by act of public aurho1ity other than the Commnnwc:1lth of Massachusetts 
and \\'ithout apprnval by nr n:commcndation or the Comm onwealth or rvlassuchusetts. then the 
Grantor and Grantee sha ll cooperate in recovering the full value or all du·ccl and consequential 
damages resulting fi·om such action. II' the public authority taking the Prcmisl!s is the Commonwealth. 
of Massachusetts or if the taking has been approved or reconunended by the Commonwealth or 
Massachusetts, then Grantor and Grantee shall pursue their remedies separatcly, and the Grantee shall 
nor be enti tl ed to any portion or the proceeds fi·om such taking. 

Xll. AMENDMENT 

If ci rcumstances arise under which an amendment to or a modi licntion of rh is CR would be 
appropriate, Grantor and Grantee may jointly amend this CR, provided that <my amendment shn ll 
(i) occur only in except ional c ircumstances. (ii ) be consistent with the purposes ol'this CR, (iii) not 
afl'cct its perpetual duration, (iv) not have an adverse l!!Tcct on the conservation va lues or purposes of 
this CR, and (v) be approved by the Secretary or Energy and En vironmental Afl'ai rs and in 
accordance wi th any applicable starutes in erfcct at the time or the proposed amendment and 
;\rticle 97. Any such amendment shall be recorded at the Registry in rhechaint)f title of the Premises . 

XITL SEVE RABILITY 

If any section or provision of this CR shall be held to be unen l0 n:cable by any court or 
competent jurisdiction, the CR sha ll be construed as though such sec tion 11~1lllh)l been included in it. 
If any section or provision of the CR shall be susceptible of rwo constructions, one of 'vVhich would 
render such section or provision invalid, then such sec tion or provision shall be given the construction 
that would render it valid . I r any section or provision or this instrument is '-lmbiguous. it shnll be 
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interpreted in m:cordance wi th the policit:s and provisions expressed in G.L. c. I ~4. sections 3 1 
and 32, G.L. c. 13 2A, and G.L. c. 21A. 

XIV. TERM INATLON OF RI GHTS AN D OBLI GATIONS 

Notwithstanding anyt hing to the contrary contuincd herein. the rights and obligmions umkr 
th is CR of any party holding an interest in the Premises will tenn inatc upon transf'cr of tha t party's 
interest, excep t that (a) liability for acts or omissions or the party thnt occurred prior to transfer 
shall survive th~: transfer. nnd (b) liabi lity for the transfer itself if the transf'er is in violation of this 
CR shall survive the transl'cr. Any new owner shall cooperate in the restoration of' the Premises 
or removal of violations caused by any prior owncr(s) and may be hdd responsible lor any 
continuing violations. 

XV. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

A. Comrolling Law. The interpretation nnd perfom1ancc t'!' this CR sha ll be governed 
by the laws of' the Commonwcalth of Massachusetts.

If 
any provision in this instrument is found to be <llnbiguous, any interpretation consistcnt wi th the 
purpose or this CR that would render the provision va lid shall be t·~wured over any interpretation 
that would render it in\·ali d. The captions in this CR arc in:;erted onl y for the: purpoSL' or convenient 
n.:l(;rcnce nnd in no way tklin~. limit ur prescribe the scupiO! of this CR or any p:.!rt hereof. The 
terms of this CR shall he considered the wo rkmanship or all parties and shall no! be construed 
against the dral'ting party. No provision of this CR sha ll waive, bar, diminis h or in any way affect 
any limitations on liability nlrordedto a body politi~: of th 0 Commonwealth o r rv1ass:1chusetts. 

C. l"n L e~wl Rdationship. Nothing in this CR shall be deemed or construed to create 
any lega l relationship or principal and agent or of' partnership, or of joint venture, or of any 
association, among any of the parties to this CR. 

D. Scverabili t v. I I' any section or provision of this CR shall be held to be unenforceabk 
by any court of competent jurisdiction. then the remainder o l' this CR sha ll not be affec ted thereby.

E. Notices Relatt:d to Conservation Restriction. Grantee may. at its expense, cause a 
notice of any violation oC thi s CR or any other agreement between Grantor and Grantee regarding 
this CR to be recorded at the Regislly in the chains of tit le for any parcds comprising the Premises. 
Gran tee is additionally authorized to rl!cord or file at the Registry any noli~.;e s or instruments 
appropriate to ensure the perpetual duration and enrorccability of this CR. 

F. Entire Ae.reemcnt. This instrument sets f'ot1h all the tem1s of thi s CR and 
supersedes all prior discussions. negot iations, understandings or agrecmems relating to the CR. all 
of' which are merged herein. 
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G. Multiple Counterparts. This CR m:~y be executed in several counterparts and by 
each party on a separate coun terpart, each ol' whid1 when so executed and dcli\'\~rccl shall be an 
origi nal. nne! all o~'whic h together shall constitute one instrument.

It is important to clar ify a few items related to environmenta l restrictions as they pertai n to 57 

Low Street. 

Art icle 97 is not a vehicle to initiate environmental restrictions- it is an Article o f M A Law to 

mandate protection of veh icles of conservation. It is Intended to be a legislative 'check' to 

ensure that lands acqu ired for conservation purposes are not conve rted to other inconsistent 

uses. 

One o f these vehicles is a Conservation Restr iction (CR) Acquisition. In the MA Conservation 

Restriction Handbook it is defined as fol lows: a conservation restriction ... is a rn et1 ns ... to limit 

the use of land in order to protect ... the natural, scenic or open cond ition of the land. It is not 

intended to be in itiated to protect wetlands. It is a permanent restric tion. It is initiated by the 

City Council. 

The re st riction to protect wetlands is ca ll a "Wet lands Restriction" (WR) and is defined as 

f ollows: ''The restrict ion o rders provide added protection for se lected wetl an ds by proh ibiting 

ce rtain activities in advance of any work being proposed." It is also a perman ent rest ri ction. It 

is initiated by the Conservation Commission (Con Com) . It is rarely u sed because Con Com is 

already legal ly obligated under The Wetlands Protection Act to oversee work with 100 feet of 

any wetlands. Work within these areas require permi tt ing through Con Corn and review at both 

t he state and local level. 

As the many people who have developed properties containing wetlands over the years can 

attest , Con Corn' s perm itt ing process is r igorous and robust. It often takes months to complete 

permitting and yea rs to achieve final certifi ca t ion. Most importantly, Con Com's permitting 

process is very technical and not in any way controversial. It is also exceedingl y common in 

MA. 

I ask that the Councillors leave the process of wetl and conservation i'lncl protection to the 

experts at t he Conservation Commission and instead l is ten and let their opinion in form the City 

Council's work at hand- Shou ld City Council appropr iate $220k for the purchase of 57 Lo w

We are writing to request the City Council's approval of the Conservation Restriction that will permanently 
protect 38 acres of woodland and watershed land adjacent to 1\lewburyport's Artichoke Reservoir from 
development. The closing on the property must occur by the end of March, 2021. 

The City Council approved CPA funding of $225,000 on 6/29/20 in support of this project along with a 
$300,000 reimbursable state Drinking Water Supply Protection Grant. The Artichoke River Woods property is 
located directly adjacent to other watershed land owned by the City of Newburyport. The City's interconnected 
su1iace water reservoirs provide 86% of Newburyport's drinking water, and over 1,000 feet of this property is 
adjacent to the Artichoke Reservoir. The majority of the property is within MassDEP's Surface Water Supply 
Protection Zone A and the rest is in Zone B. The property is across from the intake that pumps all the water 
from the interconnected surface reservoirs to the City's Water Treatment Plant. 

The City has negotiated the language and terms of the Conservation Restriction during the past few month s 
with multiple stakeholders including the MA Department of Environmental Protection, the IVI.A Department of 
Conservation and Recreation (OCR), the MA Executive Office of Environmental Affairs Division of 
Conservation Services (EEA), the Town of West Newbury, and the Essex County Greenbelt Association. All 
Conservation Restrictions in Massachusetts must be approved by the Commonwealth and structured in a 
typical forma t, including a li sting of goals and purposes, blanket prohibitions against development, and then the 
reserved rights . The City's Water & Sewer Commission will be the primary grantee of the Conservation 
Restriction, which will also be co-held with the Town of West Newbury and OCR. The restricted fee simple 
interest will be owned by Greenbelt who will manage the property for open space, watershed protection, 
habitat, and passive public recreation. The Town of West Newbury is providing $175,000 toward the CR 
acquisition , OCR is contributing $1 75,000 toward the CR acquisition, and Greenbelt is providing $110,000 
toward the fee simple acquisi tion plus covering all transaction and due diligence costs. This is a bargain 
(below fa ir market value) sale based on appra ised value. Please note that the Conservation Restriction has 
been reviewed and approved by lhe City Solicitor Kopelman & Paige. The Water & Sewer Commission is 
voting on the Conservation Restriction at their 2/17/21 meeting. The CR is currently in final review by EEA, 
and approval to proceed with signatures is expected imminently.

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Proposed Updates to Water and Sewer Service Fees 

The Department of Pub lic Services recently conducted an analysis on the current Water and Sewer 

service fee structure . The fees were last updated and approved by the Water Commission in July of 

2013. Many of the fees have not changed since Ju ly of 2006. 

The analysis of the cu rren t fee schedu le ind icated that many fees are no longer covering the associated 

costs, as intended. Labor rates, tim e and material and vehicle fue l consumption were used to calcu late 

th e updat ed fee amounts. 

Bringing t hese service fees in line with t he associated costs will help to offset futu re increases to rates 

and fees for all users. Continuing to provide services with fees that do not cover the direct cost of labor 

and materia ls will continue to reduce retained earnings and drive further rate increases. 

In late November of 2020 the Water & Sewer Divisions deve loped a rate study team . A scope of work 

was outlined and quotes were sol icited . The Department is moving forward with the rate study and will 

have the study completed prior to July 1, 2021. The study will review water and sewer historic usage, 

est imate populati on growth and performs an asset va luation on the current water/sewer facil ities and 

infrastructure. The engineering f irm will provide projected rate structures, fees and projected revenue 

requirements. The last major rate study was conducted approximately ten years ago prior to the 

upgrades to the two treatme nt plants . 

We look forward to sharing the results of th e rate st udy. In the meantim e, it is our hope that bringing 

these service fees in line wi th the associated costs wi ll he lp to mi ti gate increases for all ratepayers in the 

future .
